CFI was established in 2007. We have adequate student facilities with classes, hostels, a library, study rooms, student computers and sports facilities. We are currently negotiating for land to build our permanent site. 
Mission Statement

CFI was established to propagate the knowledge of the word of God. The scope of our mission is to all people, without prejudice to their condition. We also serve the local church by training, to strengthen the body and to spread the gospel where Christ is not known. 
Statement of Faith

CFI follows an historical and orthodox faith.

Programmes of Study
Diploma of Theology

This is a two year full-time programme. Students may enrol any January or July. Modules taught build on a foundation from the 1st to 2nd year.  The programme includes lectures and library hours Mondays to Fridays. There is a five week break between semesters.  The second semester of each year starts in July. Students who do not have the necessary qualifications may either complete make up O Level modules through CFI, or graduate with a Certificate at the end of the two year programme. Applicants must be 20 years of age and above and be faithful members of a church. See the application form for details. 

Bachelor of Theology

This is a two year full-time programme. The Diploma programme is a prerequisite. Similar Diploma programmes from other institutions may be considered, but applicants may be required to do make up courses. All applicants from other institutions will be required to complete a minimum of one prerequisite theology module with CFI. Previous Greek and Hebrew studies are also required. Semester dates coincide with the Diploma programme. 
Masters of Theology in New Testament

This programme is held at CFI and contains eight modules and one thesis. The duration of the programme is one and half years full-time.

Part-Time
Every June/July CFI holds a five week intensive programme for Part-Time students. Applicants must prove that their responsibilities prohibit them from enrolling in the Full-Time programme. The Part-Time programme runs each June/July for three years for the Diploma and three years for the Degree. Home studies also apply.

Weekend Programme 

Diploma and Degree programmes are available at CFI by weekend studies: Diploma three years/Degree three years. These hold the second and third week of each month. Lectures and library studies hold two weekends per month at CFI: Saturday 8:00am to 5:00pm and Sunday 2:00pm to 6:00pm. Home studies also apply. Entrance is every January and July. 
Correspondence

The CFI Correspondence programme runs on a per module basis, with examinations being held monthly (last week of the month) on the CFI campus.  A student sits exams the month the student is ready. Entrance is available whenever the student applies.
For all these programmes see the CFI application form for fees and other details. 

Application Procedure
Obtain the form from our website, institute’s friends nearest to you and the institute office in Jos. Complete all necessary information and attach all documents as demanded in the application form. Submit the completed application form to the CFI office with a non refundable application fee of one thousand five hundred naira only (#1,500.00) for the Diploma programme, two thousand naira (#2,000.00) for the Degree and five thousand naira (#5,000.00) for the Masters.  
Registration Procedure
After a successful interview, the candidate will pay all relevant fees in the stipulated banks and accounts of the CFI. The teller receipts will be submitted to the relevant CFI office and obtain a receipt for all fees paid to the institute. Clearance permit will be issued to the candidate on semester basis. The institute may demand for the clearance permit as deem necessary. 
Transfer of Credits

Students who have completed some theology studies at another institution may apply for a transfer of credits for modules completed to their CFI programme. This application will be assessed by CFI on a module by module basis, matching modules done elsewhere with modules required at CFI. If CFI deems that modules by similar names and objectives have differing content to those taught at CFI, the student will repeat those modules at CFI. 
Hostels

CFI has hostel accommodation for male and female students. Boarding students are required to maintain college schedules and contribute in labour. Schedules include church service times, Morning Prayer, night ministration, dinning, cleaning, lights out and others. All students will keep to these schedules as one body of students, no matter the programme they are enrolled in. Failure to do so will result in the student being removed from the hostel. Students will normally be assigned duties in the college and church which they are expected to carry out faithfully. 
Day Student

Students who do not board at CFI are called day students. These students attend all lectures and library study times and are required to do some labour in maintaining these facilities. These students are required to keep the CFI honour code and regulations in full, excepting only those policies that pertain uniquely to boarding students. Failure to do so will result in the day student losing their registration with CFI. Students will normally be assigned duties in the college which they will be expected to carry out faithfully. 
Accreditation

CFI does not yet have government accreditation. CFI is working towards meetings the conditions of obtaining that accreditation. This accreditation will not affect the intake of any students. CFI will do its best to raise the qualification levels of all students who apply, to ensure our education is always available to all. 

Academic Information

All students are required to attend a minimum of 80% of their lectures and a minimum of 80% of their library study periods. Attendance is taken in each period. Failure in attendance will result in failure of the student for the modules affected. 

Students are required to read the assigned books for each module and complete the assigned examinations and assignments by the due date. Late submissions will lose grades. Students will be required to do independent study apart from times assigned by CFI to complete their assignments on time. 
CFI normally holds mid semester and end of semester examinations for Diploma students. Degree, Part-Time and Correspondence students do examinations as and when notified by their lecturer, or module tutor. See below for details on modules and grading.
Plagiarism 

Plagiarism is the copying of material for essays, assignments or examination from another person , book, Internet or any other source. Any materials, quotations, phrases or sentences taken from another sourced must be fully acknowledged by the proper use of quotation marks and footnote referencing. 

The student must do their own work in any assignments given. CFI will from time to time call on any student to give an oral defence of their written work to satisfy CFI that the work is their own work.  Students that plagiarise will receive their first warning. On the next offence they will be failed in that module. Warnings will not apply to subsequent modules. On their third offence they will be expelled from the college. 
Referencing 

Students must reference all source, quotes and phrases as the following example shows. Let us say that the sentence below is taken from a student’s essay:

In his book called Fishers of Men, Tom Baxter said, “All born again believers are filled with the Spirit and by this Jesus reaches others through them miraculously.”1 It is the power of God that transforms the hearts of those whom we meet. 

1. Tom Baxter, Fishers of Men, Oxford, Brent Books, 1987, 3

This footnote should be placed at the bottom of the page. The Microsoft Word programme will do this automatically. The number 3 above represents the page number to refer to in the book. Follow the style above carefully, using italics, order and punctuations shown. 

If Fishers of Men is an article on another book then the reference is like this:

        Tom Baxter, “Fishers of Men”, Bob Satford (ed.) Ministry to Others, London, Brand Books, 2005, 3

See papers in the library for other footnote examples when required and follow them. 
Classes

Each student will do a minimum of four hours per day in lecture time in class. This may change as special programmes are on. First and second year students are separated and have their class and library study times at different hours. 
Library 

Students will do a minimum of three hours per day of private study in the CFI library. Attendance will be marked each day. A lecturer will be present each day to help students with their study enquiries. Students will have assigned work for each module. The module syllabus will direct the student in their library assignments. Library assignments will be handed to the lecturer on the due date. The lecturer will mark on their assignment book that they have received it. CFI is steadily increasing the number of books in the library. 

Syllabus 

Each module will have a syllabus. This will guide the student in the objectives of the module, the texts they must read and the assignments they will have for that module. Lecturers may amend the syllabus any time necessary and will communicate any changes to the students.

Academic Mentoring

Each student will meet privately with their lecturer once per month to discuss their progress. The lecturer will help the student with tips to improve their work to ensure they gain maximum from the time at CFI. This visit will be recorded into the lecturer’s mentoring book along with comments on progress and help given. 

Hausa Students

The text Christ in You by Dr. Kent Hodge is currently being translated into Hausa. When that is ready it will help Hausa students significantly. CFI is doing all possible to increase the number of other Hausa books in the library. We encourage students to do all possible to improve their reading skills in both Hausa and English, both with the opportunities CFI gives them and in every other opportunity they have. 

Evenings

For boarding students, evenings consist of sport, labour, prayer, outreach, study, church services and free time. CFI will communicate events and times as necessary. CFI has satellite TV for entertainment and shows various programmes to the student body on a large screen during spare times. 
Practical Ministry

Diploma/Certificate students must all carry out practical ministry throughout their entire programme with CFI. This will mean service at PCFA or other church on a weekly basis, ministry programmes that CFI or PCFA organise at any time, personal witnessing and CFI Practical Ministry service. 

Practical Ministry periods are held every June/July for four to five weeks. The student will organise a church that will invite the student for this period in each of their two years at CFI. The church will report to CFI of the student’s service, ministry, character, etc, using the CFI Practical Ministry report form. This will be included on the student’s transcript (twice, once each year for the two year Diploma programme) and is necessary for graduation. 
Students in all programmes at CFI are also involved in church planting and church ministry assignments to enhance their practical growth. CFI will advise the students on these programmes that will be beneficial to them while enrolled at CFI. 
Mid Semester Breaks

CFI normally has a one week mid semester break in the middle of each semester. This break usually falls into March/April and again into September/October. For the Diploma students, there are normally examinations held immediately before and immediately after this one week break, called mid semester examinations. 

Graduation

The date of graduation will be communicated to each student in advance of the event. Students must meet up with all academic, moral and financial obligations to qualify for graduation. At a point after graduation, at a time of which CFI will notify the graduate, the graduate will receive a completed academic transcript and graduation certificate. 
Withdrawals and Refunds

Students may withdraw from a module or programme at any time. There will be no academic credit for that module or any modules not completed and no refunds of any fees or other payments, levies, etc are made by CFI to any student. 

Disciplinary Issues

CFI faculty and staff shall take note of any student who infringes the policies or regulations of CFI. Before any action is taken that will affect the student’s performance in their programme, the CFI Academic Board will meet and decide whether the student infringed the CFI policies and regulations and what action will be taken. 

The action taken and reasons, along with any relevant documents if any, will be kept on file in the CFI office. 

Appeals

Appeals by the student for lateness in assignments or absence from lectures, or from other duties at CFI, must be made to the Dean of Students and be accompanied by official documents verifying the reason for the appeal, or the appeal will not be considered. 
Appeals for academic grades in examination/assignment marks must be made to the Dean of Studies. The Academic Board will make the final decision where necessary. Appeals that are considered a waste of CFI’s time will attract a financial charge. 
There can be no appeals by a student for decisions of the CFI Academic Board. 

Students Relating to Staff/Faculty
Students shall not make gifts or loans of money or other materials or goods to staff or faculty. This can be interpreted as influencing the faculty and staff, even if at first innocent, for “a gift blinds the eyes”. Therefore CFI forbids it. CFI remains impartial regarding its policies, regulations, examinations grades and transcript results and no relationship whatsoever may prejudice any of these.  Students who infringe this will be expelled form CFI. 

Groups

No student shall start or participate in a group, club, fellowship, etc, within CFI that is not an official CFI group. 

Student Honour Code

CFI policies and regulations include those written in the CFI application form and those written throughout this Student Handbook, those communicated at any time from any officer of CFI and those written here below. Students may apply, register and continue in CFI only so long as CFI determines they are keeping these regulations and policies:

CFI Student Rules and Honour Code
1. Students must attend a minimum of 80% of their lecture and library period, attendance being cut off five minutes after the beginning time of the period. 

2. Students attempting to falsify attendance records will be suspended or expelled from CFI. 

3. Students must keep a tidy, modest, respectful and clean appearance. CFI will decide whether a student’s dress and appearance needs amendment and the student must comply in that case.  

4. Any student engaging in any act of violence, bullying, fighting, or abuse will be suspended or expelled. 

5. Any true report of immoral behaviour or behaviour that is deemed by CFI to be inappropriate, for a student, whether inside or outside CFI, will result in their immediate suspension. 

6. Any form of dishonesty in word or action will attract discipline from CFI, with possible suspension. This refers to actions both inside and outside CFI while the student is enrolled.  This includes inappropriate unpaid debt or otherwise inappropriate behaviour to any one inside or outside CFI. 
7. Students who steal, cheat or use drugs will be suspended or expelled. Alcohol or tobaccos are not permitted on the CFI campus. Any student using these inappropriately, as deemed by CFI, on or off the campus, will be suspended or expelled. 

8. Boarding students must not travel or leave the college campus at any time without receiving official permission and filling out the student leave book. 

9. Male and female students must not go near the other genders’ hostel. In the case of day students the same applies to where they reside.

Students will receive their module grades after each semester, along with their Grade Point Average (GPA) for that semester. The GPA is an average grade for the student’s modules, taking into consideration the modules average credit hours. The GPA is calculated as follows:
Step One: The grade point for each module is multiplied by the credit hours (C) for that module. For example, if the student gained a grade point of 3 for a 3 credit module, then step one would yield 3x3=9. This module would then have a GPxC of 9.

Step Two: Add together the results of step one (GPxC) for each of the modules. If the student did six modules and scored a GP of 3 in each module and each module was 3 credit hours then their total GPxC for that semester would be 9+9+9+9+9+9=54. This student would then have a total GPxC for that semester of 54. 

Step Three: Divide the student’s total GPxC for that semester by the total number of credit hours for all the modules of that semester. In this case the student did six modules, each with three credit hours, giving 18 credit hours in total. So 54/18=3
The student has a GPA for that semester of 3. This formula for calculating the GPA is useful when the student’s modules carry different credit hours. Their GPA will not then be biased by modules with differing credit hours. 

Students who score below 3 should seek advice on improving their academic performance, to gain the most from their time spent at CFI.

Module Descriptions 
Introduction 

Each module is identified by a code comprising a series of three letters and a three digit number. The letter indicates the area or field of study to which the module relates. The letters are abbreviations as follows:

BIB

Biblical Studies

CED

Christian Education

GST

General Studies

MIS 

Mission and Evangelism

Min

Pastoral ministry studies

Languages studies

Each digit in the three digit number has particular significance. The first number indicates the year in which the module is usually taken. For example:
100 level
First Year

200 level 
Second Year

300 level 
Third Year

400 level
Fourth Year
The second (or middle) number indicates the semester in which the module is offered. If the module is offered in the first semester of the academic year, then the number is 1 (one); and if offered in the second semester of the academic year, then the number is 2 (two). 
The third number serves to distinguish between modules within the same area or field of study so that no two modules will have the same code. 

Thus, the module BIB 111, Rudiment of Faith, is a 100 level module that is scheduled for Year One students. The middle number 1 indicates that it is offered only during the first semester of the academic year. The final 1 number distinguishes BIB 111 from another BIB module offered during first semester in year one. In this case there is no BIB 112.  

Biblical Studies
BIB 111       Rudiments of Faith (3 hours)

This module looks at sanctification, Christian growth and maturity and the preservation of believers. Sanctification is defined by a look at each verse in the New Testament that uses the word. The context of the word usage is explored. It explores the significance of the New Covenant in relation to the better promises and its distinction from the Old Covenant. The module examines issues related to Christian growth, holiness, the flesh and eternal security. 

BIB 121       Hermeneutics I (3 hours)

Hermeneutics I begin by introducing the Reformed position of sola scriptua and its significance for interpretation. The two points of the Westminster Confession: scripture interprets scripture and the analogy of faith, are studied. The differing genre of scripture is examined. Exegesis and eisegesis are compared. The meaning of various contexts is taught: historical, cultural and literary and language contexts. Devotional verses scholarly reading of scripture is reviewed, as well as the two steps in meaning: from original intent to today’s application. Principles of interpreting historical narratives and prophetic, apocalyptic and parabolic literatures are discussed. 

BIB 211       Old Testament Survey (3 hours)

In this module we review the Old Testament law and prophets. The purpose for which the law was given is examined. The intent of the various laws are reviewed through and exegesis of passages in the law. The phrase man was not made for the law, but the law for man is discussed in relation to scripture. The correct use of the law in New Testament ministry is examined. The revelation of love and Christ in the centrality of the law and its relation to the Sermon on the Mount are reviewed. The prophets of the Old Covenant are examined in relation to their main roles: to point Israel back to their law, to describe true religion and to speak of the coming Christ. The Old Testament is closely evaluated in relation to the church of Jesus Christ and the return of Israel to their land before Christ’s coming to establish the church. 

BIB 212      Old Testament Historical Books (3 hours)

This module studies the individual books Joshua to II Chronicles. Emphasis is placed on the development of the theme and message of each book and how each book relates to God’s plan of salvation progressively revealed in the Old Testament.

BIB 221      New Testament Survey (3 hours)

This module surveys the historical, cultural and geographical backgrounds to the New Testament. It reviews the main themes of each of the books of the New Testament. In concentrates in particular on books not covered in detail in other modules, such as Corinthians, Philippians, Colossians and Thessalonians.
BIB 222
      Romans/Galatians (3 hours)  
This module examines both books. The Romans provides the biblical purpose for the law, sin and man. It suggest that the way out is in law of the spirit in Christ Jesus. The book of Galatians central theme is grace and faith. This module gives an introduction of the New Testament theology.
BIB 311      Hermeneutics II (3 hours)

The purpose of this module is to look more closely at the principles of hermeneutics. Exegetical skills are improved. A look at how the apostles (in the Gospels), Jesus and Paul adopted hermeneutical principles in their New Testament theology. A closer look at hermeneutical frameworks such as Dispensationalism (gap, double reference and allegorical hermeneutics), the progressive theology of Neo-Orthodoxy, the letter of Fundamentalism, the biblical non-biblical uses of allegory and the natural theology of Charles Kraft’s dynamic equivalent (also seen in some modern Bible translations).  

BIB 312       Historical Theology (3 hours)
This module traces theological development throughout history. It looks at the lineage of theological strands. Examples are the Galatians one gospel of grace theme developed by Augustine again by Luther and other revivalist movements; the Pentecostal spiritual theme by the Corinthians, then by Tertullian and revivalist movements throughout history; the humanist theme by the Nestorians, developed again by Thomas Aquinas; the denial of human depravity theme of Pelagius and in some respects picked up by Arminius and then Finney. The module also looks at church councils and creeds as the church tackled these issues. 
BIB 411
       The Life and Teachings of Jesus Christ (3 hours)
This module examines the life of Jesus Christ. His relationship with the Father and the Holy Spirit are looked at. Christology is reviewed in detail, His nature and implications of this for our faith. His ministry is broken into periods and analysed in parts. His miracles and signs are examined for lessons. His teachings from John’s Gospel and the Synoptic Gospels are all reviewed. 
Christian Education
CED 111       Church History I (3 hours)

Church History I examine early church history from the book of Acts, considering mainly the push of the church Westward. Early church fathers and traditions are reviewed. The Montantist movement is evaluated. Tertullian, the “first Pentecostal theologian” and Augustine, the “father of the later Reformation”, are reviewed.  Early church councils and creeds are studied. The module reviews the main church fathers up until the pre-Reformation Period and examines revivals that occurred during the period. 

CED 121        Church History II (3 hours)

This module studies church history from the early Reformation period to today, examining the Reformation, Pietism, Puritanism, the Dissenters, Methodism, early American revivals with George Whitfield and Jonathan Edwards, global evangelisation and shifts towards anthropology in the days of Charles Finney. The Arminianism/Calvinist debate is handled and the trends towards decisional regeneration and the humanities in ministry training is reviewed. 

CED 321        Apocryphal Literature (3 hours)

This module looks at the Old and New Testament Apocrypha. The main books are reviewed. Their contributions and weaknesses are discussed. They are gleaned for an understanding of the background of the Intertestamental period and Jewish life and theology in the time of Jesus Christ. Modern scholars who discuss the Jewish setting of Jesus ministry are discussed.  The impact of Intertestamental literature on the Jewish and Christian religious life is assessed. The reliability of Christian apocrypha is discussed. The Gnostic influences in both Old and New Testament apocrypha is assessed. Their influence on Christian sects, including Montanism is evaluated. Their influence on recent Pentecostal theology (e.g. the Book of Enoch) is assessed. 

CED 322         African Church History (3 hours)

This module looks at influences upon and within Africa since the book of Acts. Research into early Christianity attempts to show the impact the gospel had in the first 500 years. The impact of Islam is assessed. The module looks at whether there are connections between ancient Ethiopian Christianity and modern movements across the continent. The module assesses the roots of modern Christian movements on the continent. It looks at main vessels used by God, both African and foreign. It looks at some of the pitfalls in current Christian practices and assesses the way forward, both for home Christianity and international involvement and mission. 

CED 411         Christian Education (3 hours)

This module looks at the history and philosophy of Christian education, with implication for educational theory, practice and pastoral training. Greek influences on the early church are presented. The shift in perspective with the dawn of Aristotleism is received. The influence of persons such as Thomas Aquinas on modern Liberal Theology is presented. The ideas and impact of the Reformation on educational practice are explained. The values imbedded in traditional African education are discussed. There is an evaluation of person-centred education and the secular models of behaviourism and developmentalism. The formal/informal pastoral training of Jonathan Edward’s School of the Prophets is evaluated. The value of confessional education in D. G. Hart and R. Albert Mohler (eds.) Theological Education in the Evangelical Tradition is assessed. 

General Studies
GST 111         Study Habits (3 hours)

This module explores the need of study. It introduces issues in the interpretation of scripture.  The module then explores the doctrine of scripture and the various ancient manuscript groups that we have available today. It looks at the transmission of scripture to our present time and evaluates the English versions of the Bible, both theologically and in regard to the ancient texts they use. The module looks at sources of theology (e.g. scripture, reason and experience) and evaluates Reformed, Roman Catholic, Liberal and Neo-Orthodoxy in their positions on scripture. 

GST 112          English I (3 hours)

This module studies the rudiments of English grammar and strengthens writing skills. It also increase vocabulary, reasoning abilities, sharpens skills in oral English and prepares the student for the study of Greek grammar.

GST 121          English II (3 hours)

This module is continuation of English I and it helps the students to acquire the writing skills for analyzing literature is emphasized. Western and Africa literatures will be analysed. 

GST 211          Introduction to Computer Technology (3 hours)

This is a basic Module in computer, design to introduce students to the rudiments of computer components soft ware and hard ware. It also will help students to use computer’s hard ware and programmes like Microsoft etc. It involves both theory and practical to strengthen students’ computer skill. 

GST 311          Research Methodology (3 hours)

All degree students must complete this module before proceeding with other modules. Firstly, the purpose of degree studies is analyzed:  to evaluate themes in the theological and ministerial setting. Different views have to be researched and understood, rather than the student being indoctrinated. The student increases expertise with research materials, lexicons, commentaries, theological sources and journals. He/she learns to use the Internet and electronic research sources. Then in essay writing the student improves their technique learnt in the diploma programme, to better present a clear argument with accurate and clear grammar and to support work with footnotes and a bibliography. Students are also assessed on whether they reach biblical conclusions in their assigned work. 

GST 311          Logic and Philosophy (3 hours)

This module introduces the student to the branches of philosophy and focus on logic, ethics, metaphysics and the philosophy of religion. The module examines possibly of relating it to Christian practise.  

GST 312          African Traditional Religion (3 hours)

This module is a critical and evaluates study of Africa Traditional Religious in the light of the Bible. The beliefs and practices of the religion is examined relative to God, man, sin evil, salvation, reconciliation, spirit world and death. Include in this African theology, what it is, how do we do it…

GST 421          Dissertation (6 hours)
The 50pages undergraduate dissertation is a supervised researched work on a biblical or theological topic of interest or practical issue involving the church or Christian education. The students engage in independent research while being guided by his/her dissertation supervisor. The dissertation should aim to contribute in some way to a better understanding of the topic chosen, and its significance to the body of Christ.
Mission and Evangelism 
MISS 221        Islam and Mission (3 hours)

This module studies the theology in Islam compared to Christianity. It covers topics like Jesus in the Koran; Jihad in the Koran; the history of Islam; eschatology in Islam; Christianity in Islamic nations, who and where they are. It also looks at main Islamic groups in the world today and their activities and objectives. 
MISS 411        Biblical Theology of Evangelism (3 hours)
This module studies the nature, methods and tasks of biblical evangelism and discipleship and their relationship. Students do have practical opportunities to evangelize and disciple.

MISS 421        Biblical Theology of Missions (3 hours)

A brief biblical theology/basis for world mission and scope is presented. The history of mission in the non-Western world is examined. In particular, the African mission and Nestorian mission in pre-Islamic days. The Iranian (Persian) outreach to all nations (America and Australia not included) is proved archeologically, not by church tradition. The lessons for what went wrong are discussed. Anthropology, contextualization and syncretism are closely looked at. The need for contextual theology is discussed. An introduction to local apologetics is given. The social gospel is discussed, along with what are considered the main biblical factors in missiology. Issues in the Koran are introduced. 

Pastoral Ministry Studies 
MIN 211         Christian Life I (3 hours)

This module teaches on marriage and family from a biblical perspective. God’s purposes in creation are discussed. Finding and establishing a relationship with the right marriage partner is looked at. Biblical teachings on the marriage relationship are reviewed. Matters related to having and raising children are looked at in detail. This module attempts a biblical review and not a Western review. Strengths and weaknesses of African and Western approaches are examined. The module covers practical and health related issues. 

MIN 221         Christian Life II (3 hours)

This module first studies the book of Ephesians in relation to ecclesiology. This module then looks at the need for the involvement of Christians in society at all levels. The issue of being salt and light is looked at and how this relates practically to our life in media, education, politics, business and others levels. The call of the church to occupy, to be the voice of God and the leaven of the world are examined. Examples are taken from history in which the church became influential both for world mission and in the body politic. 

MIN 222         Pastoral Epistles and Ministries (3 hours)

This module handles exegetical studies in Paul’s epistles to Timothy and Titus. Standards and principles for church life and leadership are detailed. The module then looks at pastoral care in relation to counselling. Main leaders from the past such as Eduard Thurneysen (A Theology of Pastoral Care) and the current write Jay Adams (Competent to Counsel and How to Help People Change). The module looks at the rise in therapeutic counselling in the modern age, a person-centred approach to truth, inherited from Abraham Maslow, Sigmund Freud and Carl Yung. The ministerial approach towards user-friendly and motivational ministry is evaluated. Students look in detail at Charles Spurgeon’s An All Round Ministry and Richard Baxter’s The Reformed Pastor. 

MIN 311         Church Administration (3 hours)

This module examines basic principles of management with application to the church. Its present Christian philosophy of administration, examines Polity PCFA and polities of major church Denominations. The students study the basic financial principles of impress, accountability, budgeting, fiscal control, income generation and biblical probity. 

MIN 321         Christian Ethics (3 hours)

This module evaluates some of the major ethical issues facing the church internationally in our day. It identifies some of the main biblical principles for assessing ethical situations. It highlights major ethical issues at home and abroad. Polygamy, marital relations, child raising, idolatry, abortion, homosexuality, climate issues, women ministry and medical advancements are discussed in the light of ethical matters. Philosophical ethics are compared with biblical ethics. 

MIN 411         Principles of Leadership (3 hours) 

This module begins by looking at the sovereignty of God in relation to the leaders He call sand sets in the Body. This is compared with secular principles of leadership training and discipline. A leader is seen as one who follows the Lord and not a vision i.e. he is faithful to the will of the Father as his first principle, rather than to what is pragmatic or what appears to work (be most beneficial materially). The Jethro principle is examined. The lives of Jesus and Paul are used as examples to draw lessons of biblical leadership, stewardship and service. Practical matters are looked at, such as the impartation through fathers in the faith, women in ministry, family life, discipline of leaders, titles, testing and leadership transition. 

Theological Studies
THE 111          Systematic Theology I (3 hours)

The module starts by explaining the main categories of theology: exegetical, systematic, historical and practical. It then starts examining the scriptures on Creation, the theology of God, Jesus Christ and the Holy Spirit. Issues relevant to today’s church scene are highlighted and discussed. Reflections from history are used to shed light on the discussions. Church Creeds are discussed. The module then examines a theology on angels, Satan and demons, while presenting exegesis from passages such as Isaiah 14, Ezekiel 28 and Daniel 10. The module them looks at anthropology i.e. the creation, fall and total depravity of man. 

THE 112          Soteriology I (3 hours)

This module shows the role of the law of God in leading men to Christ. It looks at the inability of man to have a part in his salvation, but his total dependence on grace in regenerating his fallen nature. It shows the importance of preaching in evangelism and highlights the source of faith which converts the heart. The module then looks at various schools of thought on the Baptism in the Spirit, examining the Old and New Testaments as well s church history. Particular attention is given to the period from John Wesley to the early 20th Century and the development of the second blessing and perfectionist theologies. 

THE 121          Systematic Theology II (3 hours)

This module discusses the meaning of election and Israel. Biblical passages relating to election are examined, as well as pitfalls in the doctrine through history. The meaning of Israel is defined from both Old and New Testament passages, with particular reference to the teaching of Jesus and Paul. The value of the Old Testament in terms of it pointing to Christ’s redemption is carefully reviewed, particularly in the book of Hebrews.  An exegesis of Romans 11 is studied in relation to whether or not there is an eschatological significance. Historical interpretations from the Reformation to today are briefly reviewed. Finally, the module examines the significance of the nation of Israel for the church and world today and possible scenarios going forward. 

THE 122          Soteriology II (3 hours)

The module examines two issues in practical theology. These are spiritual warfare and the charismata (or gifts of the Spirit). Recent trends in spiritual warfare are evaluated. Biblical passages are examined exegetically. A meaning of biblical spiritual warfare and its part in Christian life today is discussed. In the studies on charisma the notion of Cessationism is evaluated. A biblical basis for the continuation of the charismata is presented. The teaching of Paul in 1st and 2nd Corinthians is reviewed in some detail, to discover the actual charismatic problem Paul was correcting. Fasting and prayer are then looked at from the main biblical passages. Frederick Brunner’s book A Theology of the Holy Spirit is reviewed for its historical and theological insights into the Reformed and Pentecostal teachings. 

THE 123          Eschatology (3 hours)

This module reviews the Old Testament prophets in relation the Kingdom of Christ and their fulfilment in the New Covenant. The terms millennium and kingdom of Christ are examined form the various school s of thought. Exegetical studies are done in several Old and New Testament passages. The module reviews the meaning of last-days and Matthew 24 in relation to biblical and Jewish contexts. The module looks at the book of Revelation in terms of its date and main messages, for the time then and for today. Studies in Daniel and Paul are also carefully made. The module then looks at events that are future, such as the resurrection and final judgment and reviews the relevant parables of Jesus. Relevant positions in church history are considered throughout this module. 

THE 211          Systematic Theology III (3 hours)

This module looks at the soteriological work of Jesus Christ. The work of Christ on the cross is examined in detail. The scope of His death, both for the world and for the redeemed is discussed. His death in relation to reconciliation of all things is discussed. The theory that He suffered in hell is looked at. The centrality of the shed blood of Christ is examined in scripture. Healing in the atonement is assessed. The doctrine of universalism is refuted from scripture. A review of the Old Testament tabernacle service is given in relation to the work of Jesus Christ. A review of the Old Testament feasts is given to show all that Jesus Christ has fulfilled for us. His role as High priest in the resurrection and ongoing intercession, His surety of the New Covenant for us is examined.

THE 321          Apologetics (3 hours)

                             The purpose and value of apologetics are discussed. The involvement of past church fathers in apologetics is assessed. Apologetics is defined as defence of the Christian Faith, in relation to scripture, history, science, miracles, and defending the relevancy of the Christian Faith to matters in our current society. It is defending the church against false charges against it, giving it a favourable profile in social perspectives.  The module reviews recent apologetic works by John Stott and Josh McDowell. The module assesses how church leaders and members today can lead the way on social issues that arise. 

THE 322          Pneumatology (3 hours) 

This module is an evaluation of the work of the Holy Spirit in relation to the Godhead and Jesus Christ. This module looks at signs and wonders in the church today, their place, their importance, their function and their misuse. Healing in pastoral and evangelistic ministries is assessed. A theology of healing from the scripture is evaluated. Healing in relation to the Atonement is discussed. Prophecy is discussed, in relation to its New Testament biblical setting and modern uses in ministry. Callings and gifting, such as pastoral ministry, teaching, evangelistic and apostolic ministries, are discussed.  New Testament literatures on service gifts are discussed. 

THE 411          Pauline Theology (3 hours) 

This module is an in depth study of Paul’s theology from his epistles. The student traces Paul’s main themes of Christology, anthropology, soteriology, charismata, mission and eschatology. In depth exegetical studies are undertaken to bring out the meaning of terms used from a Pauline perspective. Clashes Paul had with other apostles and Judaist/Gnostic influences in churches are examined to highlight the Pauline gospel message. Links between Paul’s theology, the church councils and Martin Luther are drawn. 

Language Studies 
LAG 211          Biblical Hebrew I (3 hours)
This module is an introduction to the rudiments of grammatical   structure and other distinctive characteristics of the language as a Semantic language. The module starts with the study of the basic of Hebrew grammar and of a basic Vocabulary.  

LAG 221          Biblical Greek I (3 hours)

This module treats the first principles of Greek grammar. It studies writing and reading in Greek, Present Active Indicative, The –εω Verbs, Cases of Noun, Second Declension Masculine Noun I,  and Second Declension Masculine Noun II.

LAG 321          Greek II (3 hours)

This module is continuation of Greek I. The topics covered include Second Declension Neuter Nouns, Preposition, First Declension Feminine Noun I, First Declension Feminine Noun II, First Declension Masculine Nouns, Second Declension Adjectives, The imperfect Active Indicative, The Verb ‘To be’ the uses of αυτος, Demonstrative Pronoun, and Relative Pronoun.

LAG 411          Hebrew II (3 hours)

This module is continuation of Biblical Hebrew I, Completing the study of the essentials of Hebrew grammar and vocabulary.

LAG 421          Arabic (3 hours)

This module studies the written and officially spoken means of communication between over 100 million Arabs. It will help students up to the standard where he or she will be able to read a newspaper with the aid of a dictionary and converse with educated Arabs.
MNT 5110      History of New Testament Studies (15 hours)
In this module we look at systematic gospel theology and its appreciation through Church history. We look at the common question of whether there is a dichotomy between the preaching/gospel of Jesus and Paul. That is, how do we synthesis the preaching of Jesus and Paul? Are their messages the same, or did Paul himself invent Christianity? This module is a hermeneutics of Jesus message and ministry, as predicted by the prophets and explained by Paul. 

MNT 5111     Influences of New Testament Studies (15 hours)
In this module we look at the influence that our hermeneutical framework has on our New Testament study. We look at how the New Testament fulfils the Old and the bearing this has on our hermetic of scripture. What influence does the revelation of the New Testament have on our Old Testament studies and the expectations of Israel contained in it? What influences do the various hermeneutical frameworks common throughout church history and today have upon our reading of Jesus and Paul? 

MNT5112      Textual Criticism in the New Testament (15 hours)
This module looks at the parables of Jesus. What is their setting? What were the influences of the Pharisees or Greek copyists upon Jesus ministry or the text that we have today? The module looks at hermeneutical principles for the parables and how these have been applied in church history. We then look at specific parables in terms of their setting, critical commentary and relevance in Jesus’ day and the relevance for us today. 

MNT5121      Exegetical Study in New Testament Books (15 hours)
This module takes the book of The Revelation of Jesus Christ. It looks at hermeneutical options and the influence of these upon exegetical principles commonly used in the book. The module is studied in the light of church history. It is also studied in the light of the impact the book may have on our Christian lives and ministries today. 

MNT5122      New Testament Theology (15 hours)
This module looks at New Testament theology as it flows out of the Old Testament shadow. It assesses how its theology is birthed in the Old Testament and is derived from it, as opposed to the idea that it is a Christian revision of the Old Testament. That is, New Testament theology is not a new idea. But is the very essence of the Old Testament hermeneutic and exegesis. This process is applied to the main theological themes of both the Old and New Testaments to show how they comply in their wholeness. 

MRE 5113 Theological Research Methodology
This module introduces the student to the discipline of scholarly writing, which may be his or her first independent academic long writing.  Students will be introduced to the steps necessary for good scholarship in academic writings. Research is not the transferring of information from one page to another with references but, a sudden enlightening awareness of what the facts mean as a result of interactions with different sources.    
MNT 5120 Introduction to New Testament Issues  

This module looks at the New Testament cultural anthropology, myth, metaphor, setting, genre and social world of the New Testament as it relates to the general interpretation of the New Testament. It provides a biblical footage for contextual interpretation of the New Testament. Students will be familiar with cultures and styles of writing of the New Testament.

MNT5124 Critical Study of the New Testament Books
This module takes an in-depth look at each of the New Testament Books. It discusses the style of writing; the purpose and recipient of the book with a view to help the student understand the general central message of the book. It studies the uniqueness of the New Testament books writers.

MNT 5123 Advanced Greek Grammar
This module covers topics like the syntax of Greek Grammar, the declensions in Greek Grammar, mastering case endings and takes a look at the parts of speech in Greek.  
Extra Curricula 

Students will also attend special meetings whenever CFI has guests’ ministry. Normal classes will be suspended at such times and all students will come together, whether Diploma or Degree students. 

CFI will arrange guest speakers on other subjects from time to time. These will include science, health and fitness, hygiene, law, business, accounting, agriculture and others. The purpose of this is to give students exposure to skills other than their lectures will normally cover. All students will attend these seminars as one group and normal classes will be suspended. 

These special seminars will not affect CFI credit hours, as CFI semesters are longer than most institutions and the hours covered for modules is more than required. 
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
